Together with the jury members 
consisting of TFSF Board of Directors members Mehmet Kılıçoğlu, Onur Demirkapı and Şevki 
Sılan, we determined the 65 photographs that we present to you. We wanted to introduce

is now considered the starting point of history, and carrying thousands of years of historical 
accumulation.

The Federation of Photographic Society of Indonesia (FPSI) was 
established in 1973 in Jakarta, Indonesia by Eight (8) well known 

photography organizations during that period, that domiciled from 
various cities. 

During 51 years establishment, FPSI has organized total 44 (forty 
four) Indonesia Photo Salon, a national salon photo competition that 
is widely known as a prestigious nationwide competition that is held 

once a year. 

The Vision of FPSI is to gather art photography organizations in 
Indonesia into one national organization and to advance and develop 
the quality of art organization in the boardest sense in Indonesia and 

internationally. Currently FPSI have total 33 organization members 
across  Indonesia and an operating member of FIAP (International 

Federation of Photographic Art).

FPSI collaborates with other organization to promote art photography 
worldwide, expand the networking and brotherhood.   
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THE HISTORY OF 
THE PHOTOGRAPHIC ARTS 

FEDERATION OF TURKIYE (TFSF)

Although the Photographic Arts Federation of Turkiye (TFSF), which 
is the umbrella organization of photography associations in Turkiye, 
was officially established in 2003, it has an organizational process of 

more than 50 years. 

In the 1970s, existing photography associations in Turkiye came 
together and started joint activities and studies and formed an 

unofficial structure due to legal obstacles. The federation, which 
was established in 2003, is the only federation in a branch of art in 
Turkiye and was granted permission to use the name “Türkiye” by 

the decision of the council of ministers. 

The process, which started with 14 founding associations, has now 
reached an audience of nearly ten thousand with the membership of 
65 photography associations in 36 provinces spread across Turkiye. 

TFSF, which approves photography competitions held in Turkiye and 
organizes a number of national and international events, is also an 

operational member of FIAP.
